Course Objectives

This course first addresses the historical process that gave rise to today’s international
system. Within this context, the concepts of territorial state, nation-state, globalization,
and particularly the concept of balance of power as a defining element of the
international system will be examined. In addition to these, concepts such as security,
geopolitics, foreign policy analysis, and identity will also be discussed.

The course will then explore theoretical approaches that provide a foundation for
understanding the nature of relationships among various actors (states, regional unions,
international organizations, non-governmental organizations, etc.) in the international
system. The approaches to be studied include: idealism, realist theory, behavioralism,
pluralism, liberalism, constructivism, Marxist theories, feminist theory, critical theory,
and normative theory.

Finally, global issues such as disarmament, refugee movements, and environmental
problems will be discussed in light of the aforementioned theoretical approaches.
